Surge in
investor participation and
sachetization of equity de-
rivatives has lifted deriva-
tives volumes to 20-30x
that of developed markets,
foreign brokerage, Jeffer-
ies said in a report.

Active derivatives in-
vestor base stands at
3.9mn and Individuals
make up 35 per cent of
option premiums in the
system. However, there is
a large concentration at
the top. While retail inves-
tors are growing in num-
bers, the share of smaller
retail investors in overall
premiums mix is very low,
the report said.

About 30 per cent
or more of the time
spent on tasks in-
volved in some
white-collar roles
(like accountants,
bookkeeping clerks,
word processor oper-
ators, administrative
secretaries, stall/
market salesper-
sons) could be done
by generative Al.

In comparison, less
than 1 per cent of a blue-
collar workers’ job (like
weavers, knitters, waiters,
bakers/cooks etc) in a
working week could be
done by generative Al, ac-
cording to a report by
learning company Pear-
son. Many administrative

roles contain repetitive
tasks -- such as schedul-
ing appointments or an-
swering and directing calls
- that can be easily repli-
cated by generative Al.

TikTok parent ByteDance begins

mass layoffs in gaming division

San Francisco, Nov 27 (IANS) Bytedance,
TikTok parent company, has started mass lay-
offs in its gaming division, and several Nuverse
employees were awaiting their future, the media
reported. According to TechCrunch, after two
years of tepid performance, the gaming depart-
ment called Nuverse, is significantly scaling back
its operations. “We regularly review our business-
es and make adjustments to center on long-term
strategic growth areas. Following a recent review,
we've made the difficult decision to restructure
our gaming business,” a ByteDance spokesper-
son told TechCrunch. Nuverse had around 3,000
people in 2021 and has remained at that employ-
ee figure over the past few years. ByteDance ac-
quired Shanghai-gaming studio Moonton Tech-
nology in a $4 billion deal. It is best known for the
mobile multiplayer online battle arena (MOBA)
game Mobile Legends: Bang Bang released in
July 2016. Reports also surfaced that ByteDance
was exploring options to sell Moonton. Accord-
ing to reports, ByteDance will unwind gaming
projects under development and likely sell exist-
Ing gaming titles at Nuverse. Nuverse's best
game is the online card game "Marvel Snap",
which is developed by US studio Second Dinner.
Other titles are "One Piece: The Voyage" and
"Crystal of Atland".

Russia adds Meta spokesperson
to its criminal wanted list

Moscow, Nov 27 (IANS) Russian Ministry of
Internal Affairs has put Meta spokesperson Andy
Stone to its wanted list under a criminal article.
Stone "is wanted under an article of the Criminal
Code of the Russian Federation,” reports state-
owned news agency Tass, citing the ministry's
database. The reason Stone has been added to
the list was not mentioned, according to the re-
port. In 2022, following Russia's invasion of
Ukraine, Moscow officially designated Meta as a
"terrorist and extremist" organisation. Facebook,
Instagram and X (formerly Twitter) were banned
and are only accessible in the country through
VPNSs. In March 2022, the Russian investigative
committee opened a criminal case on calls for
violence and murder against Russians in con-
nection with the actions of Meta employees. Rus-
sia on Saturday launched the largest drone at-
tack in Kiev since the beginning of the Ukraine
invasion. Posting on Telegram, Air Force Com-
mand of the Ukrainian Armed Forces said, "Rus-
sia attacked Ukraine with 75 kamikaze drones
Shahed-131 and Shahed-136, and most of them
were launched against Kiev."

The Ukrainian air defence destroyed 71 of the
drones, it said. The attack disrupted the electric-
ity supply to 77 residential buildings and 120 in-
stitutions, it said.

Gurugram property rates may
jump by 70%

Gurugram, Nov 27 (IANS) Property prices in
Gurugram may see an unprecedented 70 per
cent hike as new collector rates have been pro-
posed by the district administration for the year
2024 on which objections have been sought from
the people on the proposed rates till December
7, officials said. The new collector rates proposed
by the district administration in rural and urban
areas have been posted on the district adminis-
tration website. People will be able to give their
objections and suggestions on the collector rate
till December 7. After hearing the claims and ob-
jections, the collector rates will be sent to the
government by the administration. District Reve-
nue Officer Poonam Babbar said that the sug-
gestions on the objections registered will be con-
sidered. "Different committees will work for this.
Keeping all the suggestions in mind, the new pro-
posed rates and suggestions will be sent to the
state government. The committee appointed by
the government will complete its process and
send information to the administration," she add-
ed. As suggested by the administration, a 40 to
80 per cent increase in the rates of agricultural
and commercial land in Badshahpur has been
proposed. In Farrukhnagar, increased prices
have been proposed for agricultural land by 87
per cent and for commercial land by 35 per cent.

Sumsung unveils new unit to
explore new business
opportunities
